Entry Refunds

Licence Requirements

A written briefing will be issued at documentation to all competitors.


9.3 
New Drivers

Any driver(s) who have not previously competed at the circuit must indicate the fact on the entry form and attend the New Competitors Briefing session. This briefing will be take place on Friday 4 January at 8.30 am prior to testing sessions commencing. The location will be posted on the Notice Board.

9.4 
Competitor understanding

In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant and Drivers) are deemed to fully understand the MotorSport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules.  

In particular:

· The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and competitors obligations, and

· Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and Code of Conduct, and

· Schedule CH articles detailing conditions for MotorSport NZ Race Championships

Pit Space Allocation
Each entry is allocated a standard pit space of 8 metres by 6 metres, (adequate space for a racecar and ONE service vehicle). The Canterbury Car Club reserves the right to charge a fee for extra space required by any competitor. Tents MUST NOT be erected without permission of the Pit Manager and the cost of any damage to the seal in the pit area will be charged to the competitor.  Current charge is $100 per peg. One Race Car with One Service Vehicle or Trailer unit. BUT NOT BOTH. Will be allowed into the pits. You must have the Pit Pass fixed to the appropriate unit.

Pit Lane Garages
These have been allocated to Toyota Racing Series competitors.

Trailers

All trailers must be parked in the designated area outside the pits. 

12
Vehicle Towing
The Canterbury Car Club Inc. or the Tow Truck operators, will accept no responsibility



for any damage caused to any race car during any recovery or relocation operation at 



the meeting. It is the race car owner’s responsibility to provide some means of towing 



and/or lifting, at both front and rear of the car.

Children
Children in the pits must be under parental Control. Children (of all ages) are prohibited from riding bicycles or scooters or using roller blades in these areas.

Animals

Animals of any kind are NOT permitted within the confines of the Pits.

15
Competitor Passes
It is a condition of entry that crews must wear their ticket at all times. The Canterbury 



Car Club reserves the right to check tickets at random.  Anyone not having the 




appropriate passes risks being removed from the grounds, or paying the gate entry 



charge. Your cooperation is requested.
