Entries received after this closing date will be subject to a Late entry Fee.  Late Entries will ONLY be accepted by the Race Secretary until Wednesday 3 March 2009.    Late entries submitted without payment will not be considered.

All entries shall be on the official Entry Form and accompanied with the Entry Fee.  Faxed entries will be accepted however the Secretary should receive the original of the entry form no later than 3 days after the dispatch of the faxed entry.

Entry Fee refund Policy
The Organisers advise that entry fees will only be refunded in full or in part under the following conditions:

(a)  Non-acceptance of entry – Full refund  

(b)  Cancellation of meeting prior to start of documentation - Full refund 

(c)  Withdrawal in writing prior to the close of normal entries - Full refund
(d)  Withdrawals after normal entry closing but prior to start time of documentation - 75% entry refund. 

Note: All tickets issued to a competitor for the meeting must be returned as a pre-requisite to any refund consideration.
The Organisers confirm that entry fees will not be refunded for:

(a)  Withdrawals or failure of a competitor to advise of non-appearance at the meeting after the commencement, or



(b)  Abandonment or cancellation of the meeting after the commencement of documentation.

Competitor Requirements & Understanding
Licence requirements:  All competitors must have a MotorSport New Zealand National Race Licence.  Drivers in all classes must be financial members of a MSNZ Affiliated Club at the date of this meeting.

New Drivers:  Any driver who has not previously competed at the circuit must indicate the fact on the entry form and attend the New Competitors Briefing session, time and place will be advised separately.
Competitor understanding:  In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant & Drivers) are deemed to fully understand the Motorsport NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules.  In particular:

· The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and competitor obligations, and

· Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and Code of Conduct.

Postponement Cancellation Abandonment & Organisers’ Rights.
Pursuant to National Sporting Code Article 13, the organisers advise that if less than 75 entries are received by the entry closing date; the meeting may be postponed or cancelled.

Should there be less than 15 entries for any of the classes proposed in Article 3 of these Supplementary Regulations by the closing date, the organisers reserve the right to cancel that class or amalgamate it with another class at their sole discretion.

In the event that entries for any class proposed in Article 3 of these Supplementary Regulations exceed the track limit of 45 cars, the organisers reserve the right to split the class appropriately at their sole discretion.

Competing Vehicles
It is the policy of The Canterbury Car Club Inc. to exclude from the meeting, any entered vehicle and competitor driving outside of the Pit Paddock or the Race Circuit proper in any form of “test activity” once the Meeting has commenced.

Fuel
Avgas is permitted to be used at this Circuit for all races unless disallowed in the Series or Championship Articles relevant to the class being entered.

First grade Avgas (Racing Fuel 100) will be available from our SHELL fuel installation.

Pit Space Allocation
Each entry is allocated a standard pit space of 8 metres by 6 metres, (adequate space for a racecar and ONE service vehicle). The Canterbury Car Club reserves the right to charge a fee for extra space required by any competitor. Tents MUST NOT be erected without permission of the Pit Manager and the cost of any damage to the seal in the pit area will be charged to the competitor. Current charge is $100.00 per peg. 
One Race Car with One Service Vehicle or Trailer Unit, BUT NOT BOTH will be allowed into the pits. You must have the Pit Pass fixed to the appropriate unit.  
Note:  Teams requiring transporter/container space should contact the Race Manager by entry closing date to advise details of size and manoeuvrability so suitable space can be provided.
Pit Lane Garages

Preference will be given to competitors in the ENZED V8 Ute Series. Any remaining garages will be allocated to those who register an interest with their entry form and are priced at $50 for the weekend.
11 Trailers / Tractor Units


All trailers and Transporter Tractor Units must be parked in the designated areas outside the pits, EITHER by the pylon behind the Canterbury Motor Racing School or on the grass area opposite the extended pits.
12 Advertising



No advertising banners, sales outlets or promotional displays are allowed at the circuit without the express prior approval of The Canterbury Car Club.

13 Vehicle Towing


No responsibility will be accepted by The Canterbury Car Club Inc. or the Tow Truck operators, for any damage caused to any race car during any recovery or relocation operation at the meeting.  It is the race car owner’s responsibility to provide some means of towing and/or lifting, at both front and rear of the car, as per the current MSNZ Manual.

Competitor Passes


It is a condition of entry that crews must wear/carry their ticket at all times. The Canterbury Car Club reserves the right to check tickets at random.  Anyone not having the appropriate passes risks being removed from the grounds, or paying the gate entry charge. Your co-operation is requested.
