ENTRY FEE REFUNDS POLICY
If a competitor has to withdraw from the Meeting prior to the event, a refund may be

COMPETITIOR REQUIREMENTS & UNDERSTANDING.

LICENCE REQUIREMENTS

The driver must hold as a minimum a National Race Grade Competition Licence, and be a financial
member of a MNZ affiliated club.

If the Entrant is other than a driver, an Entfrants licence in the name of the Entrant is required.

NEW DRIVERS

Any new driver(s) who have not previously competed, and/or at this circuit must indicate the fact on
the entry form and attend the New Drivers briefing session. This will be held after the drivers briefing, in
the Bull ring, prior to racing commencing.

COMPETITOR UNDERSTANDING
In signing the entry forms competitors (Entrant & Driver) are deemed to fully understand the Motorsport
NZ National Sporting Code and its relevant Appendices and Schedules.
In particular:
e The National Sporting Code Arficles pertaining fo protests and competitors obligations, and
e Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and Code of Conduct.
e Schedule CH arficles detailing conditions for MotorSport NZ Race Championships.

DOCUMENTATION & SCRUTINEERING AUDIT INSPECTION

DOCUMENTATION

Documentation will take place at the Secretary’s office, beside the dummy grid.
Friday 1st February will commence at 1pm until 4pm.

Saturday 2nd February will commence from 7.00am and conclude at 9.30am.
Competitors must complete documentation prior to official practise.

SCRUTINEERING AUDIT INSPECTION
Will take place in the scrutineering shed at the end of the dummy grid. You will be advised at
documentation if your vehicle has been selected for audit.



7. POSTPONEMENT, CANCELLATION, ABANDONMENT & ORGANISERS RIGHTS:
Pursuant fo Natfional Sporting Code Article 13, the organisers advise that if less than 40 entries are
received by the enfry closing date the meeting may be postponed or cancelled.
Should there be less than 12 entries received for any of the classes proposed in Article 3 of these
Supplementary Regulations by the entry closing date, the organisers reserve the right to cancel that
class or amalgamate it with another class at their sole discretion.
NOTE: Each class has the incentive of $300 commission if over 25 entries in that class are received by the
close of entries.

8 COMPETITION NUMBERS
Preference will be given to competitors who have registered their permanent race numbers. Thereafter
numbers will be allocated at the discretion of the race secretary.

9. GENERAL INFORMATION

9.1 FRIDAY 1st February TESTING
Friday has been allocated a test day for the competitors of this meeting. The fee for testing is $100inc
GST. No half day discounts apply. Sign in will be at the secretary’s office.
If you are a member of the Manawatu Car Club, your test fee is reduced to $75inc GST. You will need to
provide a current membership card to receive this discount. You can prepay your test fee with your
entry.
